Mark Gottlieb (R-Port Washington)
to pass a state constitutional amendment creating a rainy day fund in the state budget.
Gottlieb's goal is to level out deficits and surpluses in a planned way so the state doesn't have to make
difficult, last-minute choices in how it raises revenues and spends tax dollars.

The reporter's news story quoted me on whether Gottlieb's particular version of this
idea made sense to members of our Association: “We were laid off nine days in the
last fiscal year, and we’re going to be laid off nine more

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in the next fiscal year. We see ourselves being used as pawns in a political game to
save money while the state spends more money outsourcing its employees’ jobs. If
this bill prevents the misuse of state money and tries to make the state be more cost
effective, I think it could be a benefit to us.”

Under Gottlieb's amendment proposal, the state would set aside excess tax revenue
from its general budget whenever revenues exceeded 6.5 percent of statewide
personal income, as calculated by the federal government. In years when revenues did
not exceed 6.5 percent, the state would deposit half a percent of its tax revenue into
the rainy day fund. The fund would contain a mandated $130 million minimum.

My thinking as I replied to The Daily Reporter staffer is that anything that serves to
push state government toward more rational planning and fiscal policy will benefit
state employees, whose talents and knowledge currently seem not only under-
appreciated but result in our underemployment.

act is, the state -- like Milwaukee and some other units of government -- already

has a mechanism for setting aside money for a rainy day. Gottlieb argues that at
the state level this mechanism has been avoided because the Legislature and governor
have not been disciplined enough to fund it. Hence, says Gottlieb, a state
constitutional amendment is needed to force the issue.

So, is enshrining a rainy day fund within a constitutional amendment the best route to
greater state fiscal security? Some legislators, including state Rep. Pedro Colon (D-
Milwaukee), think amending the constitution is not only difficult and unrealistic, but
would only serve to let elected officials abdicate day to day responsibility. It's a way
for elected officials to say, figuratively, "Stop us before we kill a smart budget again."

Making public policy decisions automatic is already becoming a norm in politics
around the country. California, for instance, has its infamous Proposition 13, which
caps property taxes, which in turn has made it all but impossible for any legislative
effort to fix that state's $19 billion deficit. Is that kind of gridlock a path toward better
government?

The biggest such example of government on autopilot might be the federal
government's series of appointed commissions that decided where and when to close
military bases. Having a non-elected, dispassionate commission decide the issue
might be efficient, but only in the sense that it removes from elected policymakers the
pesky and often controversial task of actually having to make decisions. Of course,
making decisions is why they were elected.

B ack here in Wisconsin, Rep. Colon notes that an automatic rainy day fund would
not take sufficient account of changing conditions or crises from year to year.

While we can argue about the best way to create and manage a rainy day fund, I
remain convinced that such a set-aside would help level the bumps in the government
revenue road, and that this in turn would help remove at least some of the impetus for
furloughs and layoffs of public workers.

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But of course even a very successful rainy day fund is only at best part of the
solution. Making rational policy choices needs to be something done on a much
wider basis, and constantly. For instance. the state Department of Transportation
recently let out a $3 million contract to consultants who will provide project-
control services.

knowledge and suggestions on how to improve ST
government. It is the campaign season! Things are
beginning to heat up in all elections; races with primaries
will have an election in September and then the fall elections in November.

What should you do? Well, as we discussed last month, you should exercise the
“slight edge.” Plan that once-a-month minimum commitment, doing at least one thing

to connect with a candidate in any party, or making a comment regarding the Turn to page 4
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election. Attend a party event, attend a candidate event, talk with them at a summer
parade or festival, write a short letter to them or letter to the editor about what’s on
your mind. SEA’s concerns -- cost effective, efficient, competent government; and
cutting back on wasteful outsourcing — are good places to start. Use a couple of
simple examples from your personal experience, look at Act 89, and so on.

f you want some materials to share with candidates, take a copy of your SEA Day

If you need some materials, check the SEA website under SEA Day and
download what you would like to share. You can also always see your section
president for some advice or guidance.

I want to close with a quote that a SEA staff member shared with me. I think it sums
up where things are at today. What do you think?

Theodore Roosevelt, president and renegade GOP statesman:

Political parties exist to secure responsible government and to
execute the will of the people. From these great tasks both of the old
parties have turned aside. Instead of instruments to promote the
general welfare they have become the tools of corrupt interests,
which use them impartially to serve their selfish purposes. Behind
the ostensible government sits enthroned an invisible government
owing no allegiance and acknowledging no responsibility to the
people. To destroy this invisible government, to dissolve the unholy
alliance between corrupt business and corrupt politics, is the first
task of the statesmanship of the day.

Interesting that Roosevelt was talking about invisible government a century ago.
And really isn’t that what we have today, with all the outsourcing going on in state
government? We’ve talked about it as “shadow government,” which is also very
descriptive. You can use this quote to gauge the candidates you want to vote for. Are
they the statesmen or stateswomen who will do what government needs to do to
promote the general welfare of the citizens?

CUD 'AFOOLED ME! You already know that state government
managers have been busy planning another 9-day layoff
scheme for SEA members, while imposing furloughs on other
workers. But how about this: Some in the management team
have told staffers that if they asked for or even just identified a
layoff time that might be perceived as a win-win-win for
workers, government and taxpayers alike, the managers would
refuse to consider such times.

In fact, one manager said higher-ups directed that if staff
suggested or asked for a preferred layoff period, managers had
to ensure the staffers would not get assigned that time, but
would be assigned a different one, instead.

No state employee expects to make final decisions on state
policy. But, on the part of managers, doesn't the above
approach seem to jump the shark? What happens after
managers pick less efficient times for layoffs? Will employees
then be treated to criticism that they aren't cooperating to
minimize the impact of furloughs and layoffs? Or criticism this
is yet another rationale for hiring still more pricey consultants?

UDDERLY BAD WisDOT has just signed a new project-controls
contract with private consultants. It's Project ID 3742-00-03
and it's for $3 million -- well, that amount for starters, since
the deal includes some language regarding apparently open-
ended use of consultants on an ad hoc basis over the roughly
two-year life of the deal.

That's right, my dear bipedal readers: WisDOT is committing to
a $3 million contract at the same time it is planning to impose
layoffs of nine days upon SEA-represented employees Those
would be the very same employees among whom exists the
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expertise to handle this very sort of task. And for less money.

Just months ago, WisDOT was telling legislative hearings that
the role of state workers increasingly would be to oversee
projects. Now, oversight is getting farmed out, too. Oops,
WisDOT's failure to mention that to lawmakers must have been
an .... oversight!

Think about it: 1,100 SEA members laid off for one day
represent 1,100 lost work days. Set aside for the moment all
the other state contracts that effectively shift work from laid-off
state workers. This one new WisDOT contract alone eats up way
more than the compensation "savings" from all nine days of
SEA member layoffs. Not to mention the fact that consultants
frequently earn more than SEA members.

Where can | find a milking parlor that's so lavish? Plug me in!
[Or better yet, hand-milk me]. In real life, the only thing that
likely is getting milked by this WisDOT contract is the taxpayer.
The contract may be politically pasteurized, but it's still a raw
deal for the taxpayers. Moo!

By the way, the contract also adds up to a
lot of Wisconsin cheese for a Nevada-
based consulting corporation.

CUD'A HEY! More and more, it's evident
to rank and file state employees that
supervisors and managers are too often
unknowledgeable about or disengaged from what is really
going on with the work at their agencies. Exceptions aside,
management has seemed to have a penchant lately for hiring
supervisors with "mold-ability" as their top qualification,
instead of competence, knowledge, or skills for the positions
they are to supervisor. This is one area where public service is
suffering by the hiring of empty milk cans in leadership
positions.

An acquaintance recently heard a state supervisor say that (|
am paraphrasing), "A supervisor is not in charge of a project."
That is the problem: Management is not taking any
responsibility for what is going on. They are disengaged, shying
from leadership or simply unable to fulfill the duties of their job
positions. Unlike most if not all the people they oversee.

CHEW ON THIS! A certain state manager and supervisor
forwarded a note to staff asking how many consultants are
working in their unit. Huh!? Management and supervisors
don't know who is working in their units? Amazing. | wonder
why these people are making $70,000 to $100,000 annually.

STATE OF WISCONSIN INVESTMENT BOARD - May 11-12 MEETING

Following is a summary of the items discussed at the May, 2010 State of Wisconsin Investment Board (SWIB)
meeting. Additional details are available upon request.

SWIB Special Guest Speaker: [ suspect that most of you did not know that when SWIB has a guest speaker,
they set aside one table for the general public. They do request that you let them know if you plan to attend so
that they can advise the kitchen staff on the number of meals to prepare. You are responsible for the cost of the
meal. On the other hand, you are then able to take part in the presentation that is made following the meal. You
may also just attend the presentation, as I did.

This time the guest speaker was Byron R. Wien, Vice Chairman, Blackstone Advisory Partners LP, and he has
for the last several years made a Top 10 list of financial surprises that he expects to influence the financial
markets in the upcoming year. Mr. Wien indicated that he normally gets about six to seven right but last year he
had nine correct predictions. Unfortunately, not all of his predictions have a positive bent and so nine correct
does not mean that the markets did real well. On the other hand, his predictions do influence his advice to his
clients and so they probably did okay. Following is Mr. Wien’s list from the following web site. I suggest that
you read the entire article, at:

PREDICTIONS - The surprises of 2010

1. The United States economy grows at a stronger than expected 5% real rate during the year and the
unemployment level drops below 9%. Exports, inventory, building and technology spending lead the way.
Standard and Poors 500 operating earnings come in above $80.

2. The Federal Reserve decides the economy is strong enough to move away from its zero interest rate policy. In
a series of successive hikes beginning in the second quarter, Fed funds rate reaches 2% by year-end.

3. Heavy borrowing by the US Treasury, and some reluctance by foreign central banks to keep buying notes and
bonds, drives the yield on 10-year Treasury notes above 5.5%. Banks loan more to corporations and individuals
and pull away from the carry trade, thereby reducing demand for Treasuries. Obama says, “The suits are finally

listening.”

4. In a roller coaster year the Standard and Poor'’s 500 rallies to 1,300 in the first half and then runs out of
steam and declines to 1,000, ending where it started at 1,115.10. Even though the economy is strong and
earnings exceed expectations, rising interest rates and full valuations present a problem. Concern about longer
term growth, and obligations to reduce leverage at both the public and private level, unsettle investors.

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5. Because it is significantly undervalued on a purchasing power parity basis, the dollar rallies against the yen
and the euro. It exceeds 100 on the yen and the euro drops below $81.30 as the long slide of the greenback is
interrupted. Longer term prospects remain uncertain.

6. Japan stands out as the best performing major industrialized market in the world as its currency weakens and
its exports improve. Investors focus on the attractive valuations of dozens of medium sized companies in a
market selling at one quarter of its 1989 high. The Nikkei 225 rises above 12,000.

7. Believing he must be a leader in climate control initiatives, President Obama endorses legislation favorable
for nuclear power development. Arguing that going nuclear is essential for the environment, will create jobs and
reduce costs, Congress passes bills providing loans and subsidies for new plants, the first since 1979. Coal
accounts for about 50% of electrical power generation, and Obama wants to reduce that to 25% by 2020.

8. The improvement in the US economy energizes the Obama administration. The White House undergoes some
reorganization and regains its momentum. In the November Congressional election the Democrats only lose 20
seats, much less than expected.

9. When it finally passes, financial service legislation, like the health care bill, proves to be softer on the
industry than originally feared. There is greater consumer protection, more transparency, tighter restriction of
leverage and increased scrutiny of derivatives, but the regulatory changes for investment bankers and hedge
funds are not onerous. Trading volume and merger activity increases, financial service stocks become
exceptional performers in the US market.

10. Civil unrest in Iran reaches a crescendo. Ayatollah Khomeini pushes out President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad
in favor of a more public-relations-adept leader. Economic improvement becomes the key issue and anti-Israel
rhetoric subsides. Talks with the US and Europe begin but the country remains a nuclear threat. Pakistan
becomes the hot spot in the region because of the weak government there, anti-American sentiment, active
terrorist groups and concerns about the security of the country’s nuclear arsenal.

Mr. Wien was asked what he would change if he could change just one prediction. Mr. Wien responded that he
would have pointed out that Greece was going to have financial problems and that it would impact the Euro
market. Regretfully, he and many others missed this impact on the financial markets.

Geometry and Risk Assessment: The regular SWIB meeting was the following day, and started off with a
presentation of Risk Management Education. The title of the presentation by John Zerolis, Angle Vista LLC, was
Using Geometry to Understand Volatility, Correlation, and Active Risk. Mr. Zerolis developed the Risk
Protractor and using vectors he is able to visually measure “active risk.” There was a great deal of sense in what
Mr. Zerolis had to offer as a means to visually measure the impact of taking certain actions such as leveraging a
part of the fund or making allocation changes and what could be expected from those actions. This presentation
was another approach to evaluating the proposed leveraging and hedge fund changes to the investment fund.

Private Markets Group: At every SWIB meeting, certain groups within SWIB are called upon to make
presentations reviewing past performance, and discussing expectations for the upcoming year and what steps
have been taken to improve performance. This month’s report was by the Private Markets Group and it included
Real Estate, Private Equity and the Wisconsin Portfolios. Some of the groups did quite well last year. However,
Real Estate, which had exceptional returns in the past, is still lagging. Speakers commented that the real estate
problems have slowed but may not have hit bottom yet.

PUZZLING PUZZLER

& Samantha's sense of time

she hears at regular intervals occurs each hour on the hour, and that her wristwatch must
therefore be wrong again. Therefore she further alters her watch's time. Unknown to her, the
wristwatch runs at the same rate as the town hall clock, and she is mistaken about the chimes.
The town clock actually chimes on each occasion that the hour and minute hands point in the
same direction. What time shows on Sam's watch when she passes the town clock?

Last issue: The king's prisoner is sentenced to death. But luckily for him, the king is a math and
statistics buff. So, before execution is carried out, the king announces that he will give the
prisoner one last chance to save his skin. The king gives the prisoner 100 balls, 50 of which are
black and 50 of which are white, along with two identical urns. The king then asks the prisoner
to distribute the balls as he sees fit between the two urns. “The idea,” explains the king, “is
simple. Once you've distributed the balls, I'll shuffle the urns and shake each of them for a
minute so you won’t know which urn is which, and so that the choice of ball from either urn will
be equally random. Then I'll let you pick an urn. Blindfolded, you will reach in and take out one
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ball. If you take out a white ball, I'll spare your life.” Statistically speaking, what is the prisoner's
best strategy for filling the urns? It's simpler than you might think!

Answer: The best strategy is to place one white ball in one urn and the remaining black and white
balls in the other urn. With this strategy, the probability of of choosing a ball that grants him his life is
1/2 * (1+ 49/99) \ approximately 0.747
